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In the early afternoon of Sunday 18 September more than 40 people gathered at Pinehaven School in
Upper Hutt for the latest Cluster Reflection Meeting. It was beautifully arranged and hosted by the
Upper Hutt community, who had even arranged to have a fantastic kowhai tree dripping with flowers
and tui right outside the window.

Participants were inspired by a diverse programme of prayer, singing, talks, discussion & planning
groups, dancing music and fellowship.

Auxiliary Board Member Guy Sinclair from Auckland gave a short
keynote talk, reflecting on an ‘outsiders’ view of the Wellington
Cluster. He highlighted that the National Spiritual Assembly has
designated the Wellington Cluster as a ‘priority B cluster because it
perceives the tremendous potential in Wellington.

The Cluster Reflection Meeting celebrated the success of the Inten-

sive Institute Campaign that was carried out from July to September.

More than 30 people completed a Ruhi Book during the campaign

which was held at Northland School. Participants were presented

with a memento (a card with a quote on it) of their participation in the campaign. The Cluster now has
18 people who have completed the sequence of books—an increase of 7 people over the past 3
months! And we now have 13 people as well who only need to take 1 or 2 more books to have com-
pleted the sequence.

The rest of the meeting involved smaller breakout groups reflecting on specific guidance from the In-
ternational Teaching Centre; followed by other breakout groups to make plans in the areas of: holding
devotional meetings, teaching children’s classes; doing home visits; teaching in teams; and tutoring
study circles.

The next 3 months are going to focus on encouraging people to complete the practical parts of the

Books they have completed by: holding devotional meetings; carrying out some home visits; establish-

ing a children’s class; forming teaching teams. Encouraging people to support the Dianne Stogre
Power Memorial Teaching Campaign. And of course focusing on more people
moving through the sequence of Ruhi books.
